Help with
these documents is required.

The website did go live on 31* May 2010 as stated in the draft minutes. It has been highly
praised by many Parishioners and adjoining Parish Councils for its ease of use and constantly
updated content. The website is due for an annual overhaul to update photographs etc. which
will be carried out very soon.

Old Churchyard

Significant progress has been made regarding establishing ownership of the site, insurance
cover, risk assessments etc. over the past year. The present position is such that the volunteers
from the History Society are now able to access the site and have made a preliminary visit to set
out a plan of action for works to be carried out.

Allotments

Unfortunately the Parish is no further forward trying to secure land to accommodate allotments.

Football teams

Information regarding the income and expenditure of the football pitches was supplied to Ray
Hill on 6% July 2010. It has since been found that 34 of the players who use the pitches are
residents of Arborfield. This information has been supplied to Ray Hill.
